
Senior Fellows – will participate fully in all educational activities and discussions and assist Fellows and Associates in source preparation. Open to men and women college seniors and above who are committed to Orthodox Halakhah and with top-level skills in learning and knowledge of Rabbinic texts. A requirement of the fellowship is writing a responsum of publishable quality in the context of the program. May include mentoring and public teaching responsibilities as well. Food and housing are included; married couples are welcome to apply. Fellowship discussion starts at 1,200 and will be increased commensurate with responsibilites. 

Fellows – will participate fully in all activities and discussions. Open to post-high school men and women who are committed to Orthodox Halakhah and who have strong skills that enable them to prepare Rabbinic texts independently. A requirement of the fellowship is writing a serious responsum in the context of the program. Food and housing are included; married couples are welcome to apply. Fellowships discussion starts at $500. 

Associates – will participate and prepare for the main shiur and in all other activites as arrranged. Open to men and women with the capacity to follow traditional halakhic argumentation and the ability to prepare rabbinic texts with some assistance. Food will be provided, housing depends on availability. All participants may have the opportunity for additional earnings via transcription and editing assignments.
